Prepare the paper for the artwork
As the Little Paintbox cards are a contemporary square shape, the artwork must be

produced on A4 paper that has been folded 9cm from the top of the page to create a

square that is roughly the same shape as the cards.  Clearly print the child name,

artwork title and child code in the area above the fold, and create the artwork in the

area below the fold.
